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If I ruled the world …

Pollution is a problem.  It affects our health, the environment and our climate.  If pollution is left unchecked it can alter our lifestyles and even the future of humankind.  Are we being melodramatic here?  Sadly not.  The changes in the planet are marked and the effects are being felt.  
Students should split into seven groups and each will discuss one form of pollution: what it is, where it comes from and the effect it has.  They will brainstorm and come up with as many ways as possible in which that form of pollution can be more stringently controlled if not eliminated.  
In your group, research and discuss one of the following:

· Oil spills

· Methane emissions

· CO2 emissions

· Slurry discharge into waterways

· Acid rain

· Refuse burial

· Eutrophication

Each group should have access to the Internet and be able to use the Vegan Society CD- ROM as well as any other resources that are available. 
At the end of their allotted time a volunteer from each group will stand up in front of the class and present a list of measures they would introduce to control their form of pollution if they ruled the world.  
All these ideas will be written up on the board and at the end of the lesson the class will pick their Top Ten favourite ideas for overcoming pollution.
