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Reader Aware

Below are four essay titles along with a suggested style and aim of each piece.  You are to choose a title paying particular attention to the style of the article, how and where it will be used and who the intended readership is.  A word limit may be set by your teacher.

Students should research from a variety of sources, collate the information and draft their essay.  Before the essay is submitted it should be clearly laid out and proof-read.  You should think about the remit of your piece and how your choice of vocabulary and use of language promote your aims.

Essay 1: Where would all the cows go?  
Aim: to explore, imagine, entertain.

This is a light-hearted article for a popular magazine.

Essay 2: Why vegan?  
Aim: to inform, explain, describe.

This is a factsheet to explain the main issues of veganism to your peers.

Essay 3: Meat and milk: Our health in focus.  
Aim: to persuade, argue, advise.

This is a pamphlet designed to make readers reconsider their views.

Essay 4: Animal farming and the environment.  
Aim: to analyse, review, comment 

This is a serious formal report for government advisors.
